EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO KNOW:
• �Each loop will be well marked and have rest stops complete with water and fuel.

• �Registration and ride start is at Chandler Park (see map on back). Registration is 
from 7:30 am. to 9 a.m. Suggested ride start times are as follows: 57 mile — 8:00 am, 
32, 40 and 12 mile — 9 am. You should stop and smell the roses! It is not a race.

• �All routes stop at the first rest stop, which is serving breakfast burritos! Riders 
also have the opportunity to stop at Mishler’s Amish Grocery store on the 32, 40 
and 57 mile route. The 57 mile route also has a stop at Stoney Acres Store!

• �FINISH PARTY: The ride ENDS at Chandler Park and the PARTY IS ALSO at the 
park! We will have FREE Amish Pie, FREE BEER, and sparkling water, and FOOD, 
to be determined! (Check the website for updates.) The food, beer, etc will start 
at 11am ish (so don’t finish the ride too early!) We are also bringing back Michael 
Drake to entertain us with his horn, music and hula hoops! There will be lots of 
chairs and picnic tables there, but you may want to throw a lawn chair in your car 
to assure yourself a seat for when you are not dancing!

THE CATCH!
If you pre-register, (meaning we receive your entry on or before July 24th) you get all 
of the above for a mere $45 (Children under 12 years old in buggers or trail-a-bikes/
tandems are free.) We do NOT recommend children ride this on their own bikes un-
less they are VERY experienced riding on ROADS). This is a (tax deductible) donation 
to the NATIONAL MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS SOCIETY. Late (after July 24th) and day 
of Registration donation is $50. Please make checks payable to the National MS
